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glassware. Thiswork is an introduction to glass and glass collecting and is part of a series aimed at the budding
collector.

Additional reading appears
in the "What To Read" sections. Except for Perfume Bottles and Advertising Tins, all the books have helpful
glossaries, and Ceramics and Glass include makers marks. Authored by either notable collectibles writers who worked
with private collectors or by collectors themselves, these little books have a certain brightness and cheer that make
them pleasant reading even if oneis not a collector. Because the scope is limited to mainly British collectibles, this
seriesis recommended for larger libraries where there isinterest.
